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8. Withdraw the Access Card Proposal, Make Appropriate Use of Smartcards

The Access Card program will be cancelled and all smartcard projects be suspended until a proper framework is established that ensures privacy and systems integrity for the community (will make specific comment on issue during campaign).

7. Strengthen Controls over Telemarketing

Reform the DNC register to ensure privacy of community and that all exemptions are removed.

6. Establish an Open Appointment Process for the Privacy Commissioner

Will ensure that all senior appointments (including Privacy Commissioner) are vetted by an open, transparent and accountable process totally removed from influence from the executive (will make specific comment during campaign).

5. Prevent the Inappropriate Export of Personal Data

Will introduce a private member’s bill that will ensure that personal data stays in Australia and is not on-sold to third parties, either in Australia or overseas – without the explicit, informed consent of the person(s) concerned.

4. Establish Standards and Guidelines for Public Consultation

Will introduce a private member’s bill that will ensure that proper and effective standards and guidelines for departmental public consultations are developed and adhered to to ensure open and accountable decision-making.

3. Declare a Moratorium on All Biometrics and RFID-Tagging of Humans

Will go better – unless demostratebly proven otherwise (including privacy), a total ban on the use of biometrics and human RFID tagging will be implemented.

2. Cancel the 'KYC' Requirements Imposed on Businesses 

The KYC regime is a draconian, Stasi-like framework that will bring zero benefit to law enforcement agencies whilst increasing paperwork for business.  Will introduce a private member’s bill that will remove such burdens from business.

1. Rollback all of the Unjustified 'Counter-Terrorism' Provisions

Will introduce private member’s bill to eliminate “counter terrorism” provisions as the AFP and DPP have demonstrated that they are incapable of implementing such provisions fairly.
